Early in December, a conference was held
in the offices of the United States Fish
and Wildlife Service at Washington. This
conclave consisted of the world’s most
skilled killers of rats. The event was
brought about when high officials of the
Government - learned that more than 200
million bushels of grain are devoured an-
nually by ravenous rats. With this terrific
loss and the fact that the United States is
feeding hungry humans throughout the
world, it was felt that something should be
done.

It was recommended at this meeting that
12,000 Federal experts would be used to
eliminate the rats, and this trained person-
nel would act as advisors to persons and
communities having rat problems. The
actual killing would have to be done by
the property-holders themselves. Weapons
to be employed in the rat warfare would
be traps, lethal gasses and poison baits.

Nothing was reported concerning what
action could be taken by the USE of the
Cat.

Great details were given the members of
the conclave concerning the various rat
poisons, together with the latest discoveries
since the war. The new poisons are by far
the finest for Kkilling rats; however, it
was carefully pointed out that extreme
care’ must be used in administering the
poisons; that already there had been three
known accidental human deaths as results
ef carcless or ignorant handling that these
new poisons should not be trusted in the
hands of an UNTRAINED person.

Why was The Cat overlooked as the best
mecans of eliminating rats?

What could be better aid in the elimina-
tion of these destructive and germ-infested
rodents not only for the saving of food,
but to combat these germ-carrying menaces
to the public health as well, than The Cat?

Why spend countless thousands of dollars
for making Federal rat-killing experts and
many, many thousands more for carrying
out the program? Why endanger the lives
of many by the use of these recently de-
veloped poisons that only a trained expert
can handle cffectively ?

the United States and Canada sent a bridge
of foodstuffs across the Atlantic? These

officials could have been given similar ex-

amples right here in the United States—
in Brooklyn and other ports where cats
have been waging war against the rats for
years.

We believe that a United States Postage
Stamp would very easily provide the neces-
sary instruments to launch war on the rats
and reduce the annual loss of grain definite-
ly attributed to these brutes of destruction.
We believe that a United States Postage
Stamp calling attention to the Reason: for
the Cat and its Mission in the world would
do much to stem the tide of destruction.
This would not be a difficult problem for
the Government.

The use of postage stamps of a special
nature has proven highly successful in
launching emergency drives of the Govern-
ment in the past. Why then cannot a
special postage stamp of the 3-cent denomi-
nation be employed to bring out the im-
portance of The Cat, as a means of aiding
in the saving of millions of bushels of
grain, particularly at a time when so much
is needed for hungry humans abroad?

The propaganda of a postage stamp is
very great. The cost of such an issue would
be negligible. It certainly wouldn’t rival
the cost of training 12,000 Federal rat ex-
terminators and the program that would be
launched. At the same time the U. S. Cat
Stamp would, in addition to conveying to
the citizenry that the Cat is important to
the saving of grain, prove an excellent and
stirring humane act, and an attractive
memento for the more than Nine Million
Cat Owners in these United States.

Our Government has issued United
States Postage Stamps for less important
and effective projects in the past.

RANKINGS

The annual rankings of the All-Canadian
cats appear with this edition. Many will
be surprised at the enlarged listing. Last
vear only 18 Canadian cats were honored.
This year more than twice the number are
ranked. The fact is, Canada has come back
strong since the war. Interest is exceptional-

ly high. The Canadian Government by
means of its great Agricultural Fairs in
Toronto and Vancouver, has aided, no
end, in the development of the Fancy in
the Dominion by working closely with the
cat clubs and assisting them by the use of
excellent facilities for staging fine ex-
hibitions, resulting in surprisingly large -
“gates.” :

For the most part Canada is déveloping
its own stock. There are many fine cats
to be found there and the future is very
encouraging. The publicity given cats. in.
the Dominion’s newspapers and on the
radio has been excellent during the past
year. This has helped tremendously, along
with the impressive turnouts at the ex-
hibitions.

The following is the Sectional schedule
for the All-American Cattery for 1948.
Next Month (March 1948), the newly-
organized Northwestern Sectional rankings
will be announced, followed by the Mid-
western in April, Eastern in May, Far
West in June and Southern in July. The
1948 All-American listings, which will be
the high point scoring felines from the dif-
ferent sections in every breed, color and
sex, will appear in August.

It is pointed out that the rankings are
not the personal choices of Cats MAGAZINE,
but the consensus of the JUDGES at the
various shows. The rankings are determined
by a mathematical system applied to the
final decisions of the judges.

“AMERICAN WEEKLY” FEATURE ARTICLE REPRINTED HERE PROVES THE

TRUE

VALUE OF AN ORDINARY CAT

According to an ancient and universal
supersitition, a cat named Blackie should
have been blamed for the hard luck that
came to Mr. and Mrs. Frank J. Daven-
port of Malden, Mass., when their room-
ing house caught fire.

But though Blackie is tarred with the
brush of tradition as an omen of evil, he
has been a blessing to the Davenports since
he came to them, homeless and hungry, a
year ago. His behavior has convinced
them that the world has been unfair to
cats of his hue for centuries.

Their high opinion of Blackie is accentu-

ated by the fact that a pale feline named
Whitey, also owned by the Davenports,
has never made any contribution to the
family welfare.
" Blackie and Whitey were dozing peace-
fully by the Kkitchen stove one night last
summer, when smoke reached their sensi-
tive nostrils. It came from upstairs. Tra-
dition would have it that Whitey rushed
to the rescue, while Blackie basked in the
knowledge that his direful presence had
paid off at last. But the roles were re-
versed.

Whitey scurried under the stove out of
harm’s way. Blackie raced up the stairs.
He found his master asleep on a blazing
bed, set afire by a cigarette dropped by
Davenport as he dozed off. Thick smoke
was rolling through the upstairs rooms.

Blackie leaped to his master’s chest and
clawed at his face. Davenport awoke,
pajamas afire. He ran to his wife’s bed-
room, found her unconscious and carried
her to safety. The roomers were aroused
and made their way out.

They owed their narrow escape from
death to Blackie. He had proven—for the
third time—that the day he came to the
Davenports a year ago, forlorn and hun-
gry, was the luckiest day of their lives—-
despite his black color, with a few white
markings.

At that time friends advised: “Get rid
of him. Don’t you know black cats are
bad luck?” The Davenports were familiar
with the superstition, but they didn’t care.
“He’s hungry,” they explained. “We can’t
turn him out.” .

“The very next day after we found
Blackie,” Mrs. Davenport said, “we had a
rare stroke of luck. We were saved from
being evicted by buying a rooming house
‘at a great bargain. Then we began mak-
ing money for the first time in our lives.”

Once, when they were out driving, with
Blackie in the back seat, a driverless car
careened toward them. Sensing danger,
Blackie leaped ante Davenport’s lap. This

caused Davenport to lose control and jump
the sidewalk—but the runaway car whizzed
by, missing them by inches.

Blackie and his brethren have labored
under the stigma of being bringers of bad
luck since time immemorial.

Eusebius of Caesarea, an early Christian
Bishop, said that black cats were always
used for “black magic” because they are
“dark victims to the powers of darkness.”
Black cats have always been the favorite
symbol of the devil and even today many
of them bear the name Satan.

The brains of black cats were the favo-
rite weapon of witchcraft in the manufac-
ture of charms and talismans. The first
Christians believed that a black cat seen
on a grave meant that the departed was in
the devil’s power. Dreaming of a black
cat at Christmas time signified a danger-
ous illness the following year. Even to-
day the Chinese consider a black cat an
omen of sickness or poverty.

In Normandy a black cat crossing

STORY OF THE
KILKENNY CATS

The Kilkenny cats were two pugnacious
felines that, according to an old Irish
story, fought until nothing was left of
them but the tips of their tails,

To fight like Kilkenny cats means to
tight or wrangle until both parties to the
contest have lost everything.

During the Irish rebellion of 1798,
says the old tale, the town of Kilkenny ;n
Leinster was sgarrisoned by Hessian
troops. One of their favorite amusements
was to tie two cats together by the tails,
hang them face to face over a clothesline
in the barracks and then watch them bite,
claw ‘and scratch each other until one of
them was dead.

The officers decided to stop it, and ac-
cordingly instructed one of their number
to keep a close watch on the men with a
view of catching them in the act.

Several soldiers while engaged in cat-
fighting heard the officer coming up the
stairs and one of them quickly cut down
the cats by severing their tails with a
single stroke of a sword. The cats es-
caped through an open window but their
bleeding tail-tips were left behind as
damning evidence.

When the officer demanded the mean-
ing of these he tnld that two cats had
eiida ‘ 2 farious and savage
that ¢ g
other al

one’s path in the moonlight was a warning
of death from an epidemic—a superstition
that exists today in simplifiedgform. In
Germany a black cat on a sick person’s
bed foretold death. The Talmud links the
animal with the fearful unseen:

“If the eye could perceive the demons
that people the universe, existence would
be impossible. The demons are more
numerous than we are; they surround us
on all sides like trenches dug round vine-
yards.

“Let .him who desires to see them take
of the secundine of a black cat, which is of
the first litter of a black cat, which was
of the first litter of the mother; and hav-
ing burnt the same in the fire, beat it to
a powder, and put a little of it in his
eyes, and then he at once perceives the
demons.”

There are almost as many black super-
stitions connected with the black cat as
there are black cats themselves. and they
range the world. Even the compara-
tively few instances in which they are
looked upon as good luck have their
basis in the black cat’s union with the
devil, who supposedly had the power to
bring one worldly goods.

Blackie isn’t, of course, the first of his
inky ilk to fly in the face of superstition
and become an instrument of good for-
tune instead of bad.

Perezosa, black cat mascot of the
Chilean freighter Perig del Sud, saved the
cwners of the vessel $200,000. When the
crew abandoned the foundering freighter,
Perezosa (his name means “lazy”) was
too indolent to save himself. He stayed
and slept.

Later, when the owners of a tug boat
that towed the ship to port demanded a

huge salvage price, their claim was
thrown out because, with Perezosa
aboard, the ship could not be considered

a derelict “without a living creature.”

SELECTIVE .

BREEDING

By Florence Kemmer

Selection is the keystone of the arch in
animal breeding. A breeder’s success de-
pends upon his ability to select and mate
animals that will transmit their character-
istics to their offspring to the highest de-
gree. We have seen that an animal’s ulti-
mate worth depends on the genetic con-
tents of the egg and the sperm that united
to produce it. If our selection proves
successful it will be because the good
genes have had an opportunity fo express
themselves in a good environment. Food
and care also play a large part in the
development of the perfect animal. No
matter how well bred it is, no matter how
well the pedigree has been studied, no
matter how much thought went into the
selection of its parents, no matter how
good a kitten is at birth, unless it has the
proper food to build strong bone and
muscle, it can never develop into what its
heritage promised.

Selection is nothing new. Natural selec-
tion, the “survival of the fittest” has
been going on since time began. For mil-
lions of years before man ever thought
about it, nature was busy putting the
genes together in new combinations. Some
of these new combinations were success-
ful and survived through the ages, oth-
ers could not live and prosper and left
few progeny.

Since  genes  determine  characters,
breeders, in selecting for certain charac-
teristics, are actually trying to influence
the proportion of different genes in their
stock. The breeder’s task is to determine
to the best of his ability how much of
the variance in any given case is due to
environment and to make due allowance
for it in his selection. This is necessary
because only hereditary variations can be
passed along to the animal’s progeny. At
present, the breeder has no practical tools
for separating the genetic from the en-
vironmental causes except his own judg-
ment applied to individual cases. If he
will keep records, and judge them in-
telligently and fairly, not being influenced
by individual likes and dislikes, he will
be well on his way to rightfully placing
what belongs to heredity and what to
environment. There is nothing in the
mechanism of inheritance that will change
the frequency of any gene in any breed.

What an individual is and does is called
its phenotype, so that selection based on
individuality can be called phenotypic

selection. Now that the physical mecha-
nism of inheritance is known we can

understand better the shortcomings of
phenotypic selection. Breeders used to
think that they could tell from the ap-
pearance of an animal how it would

breed. This is not so. He can learn cer-
tain things from appearances, he can add
to his knowledge from a pedigree which
is complete with records but the actual
merit - of any animal is obtained from
studying its progeny. A good animal and
a good pedigree are obviously very im-
portant but the progeny performance test
takes first rank. Animals in a cattery
should be as perfect as possible but all
animals have faults. Wise selection de-
pends on the breeder’s ability to balance
a fault or several faults against others
and to choose the lesser of the evils.
Many breeders base their selection al-
most wholly upon individuality. This
procedure is not genetically sound. The
show cat does not always have show type
offspring. The reason for this is the fact
that every animal has a phenotypic as
well as a genetypic nature and the two are
not necessarily the same. Its phenotype
determines what the animal looks like and
how it performs; its genotype, how it will

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EIGHT RETAIN LAURELS ANNEXED LAST YEAR

A total of 42 felines have been named ‘to the 1948

All-Canadian cat rankings in their respective breed, color,
and sex classifications based on performance in shows in
the Dominion of Canada and the United States during
the current show season. This year 24 more cats are listed
in the 1948 All-Canadian than last year, when 18 were
named. :
Of the 1948 All-Canadians, eight retained the title
they won last year, including Mickey, the red tabby male
shorthair, which was the Dominion’s only 1947 All-Ameri-
can Cat. :

All but three newly-crowned felines are the property
of owners residing in the Province of Ontario, and 34
of these proud owners live in Toronto. British Columbia
has two representative cats, and Quebec has one. This
marks the first time that these Provinces have placed in
the rankings.

The large number of Toronto owners is the result of
two of the three Canadian cat shows being staged in the
Ontario city. These were the shows held in conjunction
with the Canadian National Exhibition in August and
the Canadian Winter Fair staged in November. The third
Dominion event was held in August in conjunction with

the Pacific National Fair at Vancouver, B. C. The
Canadian shows in August marked the first since the war.
The Winter Fair however, staged its first post-war cat
exhibition in 1946.

Canadians residing in Ontario also had the oppor-
tunity of annexing additional points for their cats at
several exhibitions in the United States including the
Detroit Persian Seciety and the Buffalo Cat Club.

Only cats owned outright by citizens of Canada are
eligible for inclusion in the All-Canadian rankings. Several
1948 cats so listed were originally bred in the United
States. Other cats bred in Canada but owned by citizens
of the United States are not included, however, full point
quotas earned by these Canadian-bred animals will apply
in the sectional area where the owner resides. All 1948
All-Canadian Cats are eligible for the All-America to be
announced in August.

The Long Hair Division boasts 25 representatives.
Last year this group scored in 15 of the 18 listings. The
Domestic Short Hair Division shows 11 positions this
year as compared with only one last year. Seal point
siamese, male and female, comprise the Foreign Short

Sometimes a
breeder mates animals which excell in some
particular point, such as type, head, color,
ctc., yet not one of their progeny is above
the standard of mediocrity so far as that
point is concerned. This often proves a
stumbling block to the novice, as he be-
lieves two animals extra good in some point
would throw something unusually good.

A. Possibly exposure to draughts or in-

digestion.
