SURVEY

Last April, an enterprising group in
Chicago organized to form the American
Cat Fanciers Congress. For its first (and
last) act, a postal card was enclosed with
the formal announcement of the Congress.
1ie recipient was asked to check, in the
stnall box provided, the following state-
ments:

1. “I am interested in umiform Show
rules.”

2. “I wish a streamlined Cat Fancy.”

3. “I would like a Banquet.”

The postal would then be dropped into
the nearest mailbox. Three flicks of a
pencil. and “organized catdom” would be
off in another direction. The postal query
was streamlined because it had the address
of the Congress’ secretary printed on the
reverse.

Five hundred letters with postal ques-
tionnaires were sent nation-wide. Twenty
one straggled back. The tally-up revealed
that the twenty-one senders checked No. 1;
thirteen flicked the pencil in the No. 2
box; eleven thought No. 3 statement was
a fair idea.

It is presumed that the Congress officials
had only one object in mind—to launch
the drive for ONE ASSOCIATION.

The promoters gave up in disgust when
they surveyed returns, and the movement
dissolved in the thin air over Lake Michi-
gan.

Several posted postals had interesting
comment attached or written betwen the
printed statements, we pass them on as a
final gesture and <climax to the late
Congress:

From Illinois—“Cat shows have in-
sufficient veterinary inspection. Too
many sick cats are entered in the shows.”

From California—*“Good cats, and not
so many inferior ones to be shown. No
partiality to be shown.”

From North Carolina—“A good cat
magazine.”

From Ohio—“I have three blue persi-
ans to sell. Do you know anyone who
would like to purchase them—cheap?”

From  Massachusetts—*“Reports  of
shows to include number of entries in
each competitive class.”

From Pennsylvania—“There should be

the associations. . . . When a cat is made a
champion, he should be recognized as one
everywhere, and not only by the as-
sociation under the rules in which he
won title.”

From California—“Better judges—bet-
ter sportsmanship.”

From California—“I am too much of
a beginner to have ideas.”

From Minnesota—*“One cat association:
Follow the American Kennel Club’s
lead.”

From Pennsylvania—*“(1) Uniting all
cat associations. (2) a school for stab-
ilizing cat judging and creating new
judges. (3) a cat show, including a
specialty for each cat division (a) tabby
& tortie, (b) solid color, (c) silvers, (d)
foreign & domestic shorthair, (e) all
breed. (4) Points recognized by all or-
ganizations. This would mean a stand-
ard set of classifications. (5) Reserve
championship on cat until same has won
in a large show. This would end the
making of cheap champions.”

CAUTION

Readers of Cars Magazine as well as all
other individuals and groups are warned
that attempts are being made from time
to time by ‘“well-meaning” individuals or
groups to solicit funds for carrying on
humane projects to benefit The CAT.
Some of this literature is very well written
and so appealing in the use of the words
that unconsciously one is apt-to open his
or her purse strings or checkbook and
contribute to the “cause.”

How these “well-meaning” individuals
receive your name as a candidate for their
sucker-list is very simple. Names are
purchased usually at the rate of $15 per
thousand and, from legitimate companies
who deal in this commodity. These firms
have purchased the names originally from
companies who are advertisers of direct
mail products. You order an item by mail
for your cat, and your name-is then clas-
sified as a cat-owner by that firm, and
eventually it is sald to a name-list
company. From then on you are deluged
with circulars of cat products, new cat
books, and last, but not least the fancy-
worded appeals for funds for some inane
cat project.

Since a great number of our readers re-
side in New York, we wish to point out
that the only known-to-be-truly-worth-
while groups DOING A JOB are the Green-
wich Village Humane League and the New
York Women’s League for Animals, which
operates the Ellin Prince Speyer Hospital..
These two organizations have the full en-
dorsement of Cats Magazine. There may
be other organizations, but only these two
are known to us to be carrying on a
worthwhile cause.

It is suggested that if you wish to con-
tribute that you contact your local Red
Feather headquarters for the name of the
animal rescue group conducting a project
of benefit to cats, in your home town.

In passing may we point out that Cars
Magazine does not sell the names of its
subscription list to any “name broker” at
ANY PRICE. The barrage of solicitations
that you receive pertaining to cats and
your interest in them therefore comes
from some other source.

It is because of the spurious use by
name-and-address seekers that Cars Mag-
azine makes it a practice to eliminate street.
addresses from all names.



CAN TEACH YOUR
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1. Command to “Shake!”

It is possible to teach a cat to do any-
thing which he is physically able to per-
form. But when we search for the best
method of doing so, we must take into
consideration certain well known facts of
{eline psychology.

The force method which has been suc-
cessfully applied to train dogs can never
be used with a cat. The feline personality
can not take harsh words, and resents
punishment bitterly. A cat is moody and
temperamental, and above all, a cat is so
much an individualist that he will never
“show off” at the command of the trainer.

The personal pride of most cats is so :

strong, that they resent being caught in
an embarrassing position. Therefore they
are wary about anything new which they
do not understand. How, then, can we
teach a cat “tricks?”

1f our feline subject will not respond
consciously with an action at our com-
mand, then we must make him respond
unconsciously. The conditioned reflex
method of teaching is well known to hu-
man psychologists, so let us apply it to
our cat. In a limited way, a conditioned
reflex may be defined as “a habit.” We
must then, make our cat acquire an habi-
tual response to a certain stimulation. A
simple example is shaking hands.

Obtain a particle of food which the cat
particularly likes—canned green peas, for
instance. Take one pea in the fingers of
your left hand and let Puss smell it.

2. Right paw is offered.

When he decides that it is good, let him
take it, but as he does so, gently take hiz
right paw in your right hand.

Do not lift the paw off the floor if he
objects, or seems startled. Release the
paw, and offer another pea, repeating the
performance of touching his right paw.
After a few times, he will become interested
in the feeding, and accustomed to having
his paw picked up.

3. Reward is given.

This must be done over and over, and
again and again, dozens of times. After
a while the lifting of the paw becomes as-
sociated in his mind with the proffered
tidbit. Soon you will find that at the
sight of your hand holding food, the paw
will be raised automatically. Always make
it a point to take the proffered paw and
shake it gently before giving the “hait.

THE SOLID RED CAT

By Florence Kemmer

STANDARD—Deep, rich, clear, bril-
liant red without shadings or markings,
lips and chin same color as coat. Eyes,
copper or deep orange. Type, low on
legs, deéi) in chest, massive across shoul-
ders and rump with a well-rounded mid-
dle piece. Head, round and massive with
great breadth of skull,ears small,set wide
apart and not unduly open at the base.
Nose, short, snub and broad. Eyes, large,
round and full, wide set and brilliant.
Tail, short, back level, legs thick and
strong. Coat should be long all over the
body and show perfect physical condition.

Much has been written about the solid
red cat and whether the best are bred from
solid color, colorbred, linebred; tabby, tor;
toiseshell, blue cream, black, or blue ai
cestry. This seems to be a choice of t
individual breeder because winning cats
have come from all of these colors. By
working out the problems connected with
the improvement in soundness and depth
of coat color, and in the improvement of
type, some breeders have tried “to kill two
birds with one stone” by using either the
blue or black cross. This undoubtedly
improved type and quality of coat, but
not always color.

In speaking of colors, blue is recessive
to black; black is recessive to tabby; red
and black together give tortoiseshells; and
white is dominant to all colors. Both
cream and blue are dilutes of red and
black, and are recessive to them. A blue
cream is a dilute tortoiseshell and is often
called a blue-tortoiseshell.

There must be no hurry in breeding a
strain or color. The process must be slow
and sure instead of quick and uncertain.
No one property can be stamped upon a
family in less than three or four genera-
tions. Often it will take longer. After
fixing the type of color or the property
most desired, attention can then be turned

‘to another point. Thus, step by step an all

round improvement is obtained. While
concentration is placed upon one point,
others need not be neglected, although they
must be subjugated for the time being to
the point most desired.

Sometimes a breeder mates animals that
excel in color, yet not one of their progeny
is better than average. This often proves

a stumbling block to the novice because
he believed that the two animals, extra fine
in a specific point, will throw veritable
marvels in that respect. He learns this is
not always correct, and discards both the
old and young stock and starts over. This
is where experience often keeps the breeder
from making a mistake. He knows that
the points he is working for MUST be in
the young stock. He pairs the sire to one
of his daughters; the dam to one of her
sons; and sometimes even mates brother
and sister. The following season he usually

gets what he worked for, in a more or less

degree.

But close pairing of relations must be
followed with discrimination, other-
wise disaster will follow. Selection must
go hand in hand with other operations.
Sacrifice all or any of the outward points,
but never sacrifice health and strength. All
breeding stock must be sound and healthy.

The solid red cat is the best example of
selective breeding, although the silver is a
close second.  All solid red cats as far as I
have been able to trace, came from red tab-
by stock with a generous sprinkling of
cream, blue, black and tortoiseshell, thrown
in for good measure. In most bloodlines,
the red tabby is entirely off the pedigree
and is considered colorbred, which they
now are, but the red tabby gene is still
there as a recessive. When two solid reds,
carrying the recessive gene for red tabby
mate, the red tabby shows up again.

The reoccurrence of red tabby Kkittens
has caused much comment and some dis-
satisfaction with the cats whose pedigrees
show nothing but solid red or solid red and
blue, black or tortoiseshell.

In 1915, two cats were mated. One was
Queen Aimee, a cream female; the other,
King Heather Rouge, a red tabby male.
Two of the kittens were red tabbies, Ovid
Sakis and Thaleb Splendor. They have the
unusual honor of being the foundation
stock for two different colors and two win-

OREGON AND WASHINGTON SWEEP SELECTIONS

Twenty-eight show cats comprise the newly organized
Northwest section of the .All-American Cattery, with
owners of these feline specimens residing in Oregon and
Washington.

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CICELY MELLOR HAD A PIN AND'PUT IT TO GOOP: USE
NOW SHE IS INVOLVED IN A SUCCESSFUL BUSIENMESS

Having always been intensely interested
in cats of every description, it is not sur-
prising that Cicely Mellor should be build-
ing a business career around them. It all
was started in the fall of 1946 when a
friend admired a cat brooch she was wear-
ing, and ordered a similar piece to be made
by hand. Soon requests for jewelry and
other items began to arrive, and the next
step was to launch an exclusive line of
stationery.

There were huddles with artists, printers,
die-makers and box manufacturers and
“Felinia” was born. Don’t ask how the
name originated. It just “came” and you
must admit that it is appropriate for the
line of items she now carries and sells all
over the United States, Canada, and a few
foreign spots as well.

Cicely Mellor has long been of the
opinion that novel items can be produced
from photographs of animals, particularly
cats. The most popular, she reveals, is the
“photo-stamp” whereon the picture of a
cat or kitten is reduced to a miniature
sticker. Cat pictures also are placed on
purse mirrors and book matches.

You'll usually find Mrs. Mellor with
her wide assortment of offerings at the cat
shows in the East, however she sends
representative selections of items on con-
signment to some of the far-away shows.

To meet the growing demand for dis-
tinctive items featuring Siamese cats,

. Cicely Mellor aims to encourage manu- .

facturers to include this animal in their
designs and also to make up specialties
under the “Felinia” label. Persians are
included, of course, and for the legion who
admire the tabby and domestic shorthair,
their turn is coming very soon, she says.

Because of the name she is now making
in the cat field as a purveyor of things
catty, she has attracted the attention of
others besides the cat owner. Recently
she was interviewed over one of New
York’s large radio stations in a special
broadcast that proved interesting, in-
structive and even startling to the listeners.

Cicely does not confine her feline ac-
tivity to the selling of novelties to the
catty set. She is very much interested in
both the humane and the exhibition end of
cats. She contributes much of her limited
time to assisting at several of the animal
welfare headquarters in New York City,
particularly the Greenwich Village Humane
League. Then in the fall she is really busy
with the activities connected with the stag-
ing of the Brooklyn-Long Island Cat
Show. During the past year she managed
this event, which proved to be one of the
most successful in the history of the Club.

sections. The cancelation of a Show in Seattle, Washing-
ton, because of the failure of the committee to obtain a
suitable hall, quite naturally lowered the point totals as
well as the number of cats in the listings. This is no
reflection on the quality of the cats in any way. It is the
feeling of the All-American Board that the representatives
" of the Northwest would vie on even terms with the two
ranking cats of other sections.

The Northwestern cats of 1948 are not the personal
choices of the individual members of the All-American
Board, nor the hand-picked selections of CaTs MAGAZINE.
Each and every cat has been selected on the basis of its
performance in the show ring, with a mathematical system
applied to the results, determined by the final decisions
of qualified judges.

YOU CAN TEACH YOUR CAT

After a time, Puss will respond to your
outstretched hand by placing his paw on
vour fingers even when he sees no food.
He associates this action with the treat,
but don’t disappoint him too often! This
action has become a “habit,” and is not, as
far as Puss knows, a trick. Once firmly
established, these ‘“habit patterns” seem
fairly stable, and need not be retaught. A
cat does not forget.

Most cats can be easily taught to re-
trieve any object small enough to be
carried in the mouth. A very small rubber
ball which can be grasped in the teeth is
best. Puss loves to play, and to chase a
ball is the best of fun. If he picks it up
when he catches it, take the ball gently
from his mouth and throw it again. Hold
your hand under his mouth, stroke him,
and he will drop the ball into your hand.
Continue taking the bali out of his mouth.
Before long, you wiil find him bringing his
ball to you and begging for a game.

Thaleb
Splendor, a litter brother of Ovid Sakis,
covered himself with glory in 1920 and
1921 by going Best Cat in Show at Van-
couver, B. C., Canada.

Del Norte
Cattery purchased Prince Eppo and Que

He was Best Cat once, Reserve Win-
ners seven times, Best Champion five times,
Best Opposite Sex Champion four times,
Best Open Male twice, Best Red Male, Best
Red Cat and Best in Color, nineteen times,
out of twenty-two times shown. He was
defeated twice by his own progeny. He
and The Lady in Red, a great granddaugh-
ter of Ch. Roi Eppo del Norte on both her
father’s and her mother’s side were the
foundation stock of the Silver Moth solid
reds. Golden Goddess, undefeated Cham-
pion Charrita, Charrette, 1947 All-South-
ern; undefeated Champion Firefly, 1947 All
Southern ; Charrene, 1947 All-American and
All-Southern; Sunshine Boy, Bit O’ Per-
sonality, 1947 All-Western; Comrade and
Judy, winners on the Pacific Coast; Frolic,
Sunshine Serenade and Charridette are
other winners descended from these Silver
Moth cats.

There is another equally famous line of
red cats descended from the red tabby, but
from an entirely different line than old
Queen Aimee and King Heather Rouge.
These came from Prince Coral and Lady
Kit Kat, both red tabbies. Prince Coral
and Tonkia, a solid red produced Lincoln
Pom Pom, a red tabby. Lady Kit Kat
and Red Ruff, another solid red produced
Lady Petunia, a red tabby. Lincoln Pom
Pom and Lady Petunia were the parents
ot Prince Pom Pom. This red tabby mated
tc a solid red, Sandy T, to produce Madam
Fluffy Ruffles, a solid red. She was bred
to the famous champion, Bimbo Craven-
sand. As a result Eiderdown Rolled Stock-
ings, another solid red was produced.
Rolled Stockings is behind many of the
Ejderdown winners today. After twenty-
five years of selective breeding for solid
reds, it is doubtful if a tabby marked kit
ever makes its appearanre at the Eider-
down Cattery.

RecmvaLp Innes Pocock, F.R.S.
