More on Robid Cots
This is in ans$'er to Trunran T. Pier-

son's letter (C.rrs, Feb. JS) in regard to
rabies ir-r cats. I q'ould lil:e to infolm him
that cats DO come dos-n u'ith rabies. I
know because I've seen a cat go thr'ough
all ihe stages ol lurious rabies. Ol course
rabies in cats is quite uncommon, this
being the first case the veterinarian had
seen in 1,ears. This cat eyidentl]- g'as bitten
by a dog that the cat kne\.,., otherwise she
r,vould have run from a strange dog. This
cat bit a person and r-as held for 10 days'
rabies observation at the veterinarian
lr,herc I work as an as-qisLant. The heacl
was sent into the state laboratory and the
report came back that the head nas rabid.
The person then took a series oi 14 shots.

Any anirnal or person bitten by a rabid
animal can come dou'n u'ith rabies, includ-
ing cows, horses, rats, cats, dogs and hu-
mans.

In 19u16, the Bureau oI ^{nimal Industry,
U. S. Dept. of Agriculture reported 8,384
cases of rabies in dogs and _iust ,155 in cats.
There u,cre 10,872 cases all tolci, includ-
ing 22 in humans.

If Truman Pierson is still skeptical let
him ask any veterinarian or doctor. I'm
not saying that cats should have rabies
shots. My cat doesn't hate anrl isn't going
to, since her chances of tetting rabies are
so siim that I am not s'orried. But I did
$,ant to point out that cats do get rabies.

A group oI San Francisco rvomen de-
cided to clo -something and organized pets
Ilnlimited, Inc., non proflt, non political,
which provides temporary shelter for
strayed or unwanted dogs and cats until
permanent homes can be found for them.
Placement is made only after investigation,
and for 3 months after inspections are
made to see that proper care is given,

closely tied with the best known cat .l,,t oin England.

President of the federation of cat cluhs
is Dr. P. R. B. Smith, considered the out_
standing veterinarian in South Africa, anda graduate of the Veterinary College oI
Cornell University at Ithaca, N. y.

Chief interest in the S.A.C.U. and its
growth appears to be among the Siamese
owners who are said to have imported some
of the outstanding strains from EnglanC.

HOW TO MAKE YOUR CAT HAPPY I-'
There exists no greater comfort to the

quiet mind than a contented cat. The
animal lover naturally wishes all of his
pets to be happy, but there is only one way
to accomplish it, whether he is dealing
with a snail, a fish, a baby alligator, r
turtle, a parrot, a monkey, a dog or a cat:
he must put himsetf in its place I

Food: Often there is food on the tablc
which is not offered the cat but which
would make it very happy. Like ourselves,
cats have different tastes. Some love cheese,
others will not touch it. Some will :not
eat an egg plain but gladly take it if com_
bined with milk, raw or cooked. Cats
are not wholly carnivorous, and while
meat and fish provide their main fare, they
are fond of vegetables a1so. Try vour cat
with various kinds untit 1ou learn which
it favors. Most cats enjoy string beans,
lentils. mushrooms. corn and asparrgus
Many Iike iruit. especialll. cantaloupe, in.l
will also drink lruit juices.

Name tag: Cats are investigating animals
and like to uander and appraise the srrr-
rounding country. Quite often they get
Jost. or are frightened and run so far from
home that they cannot find their w.av
back. It is a mistakc to suppose that er.er!
cat possesses the homing instinct. A local
SPCA now holds in a cage a beautiful bia
cat with a fine collar, but thc collar bear.
no name and address and this cat, though
obviously yearning for his home, must be
destroyed unless it occurs to the owner to
Iook for him at the SpCA.

Cats in England wear collars (either of
leather or elastic) with name tags. The
tags have a wire ring through r,hich the
collar passes. They are of solt metal,
circular and the size oI a cent, and berr
the owner's name and address. American
name tags are one-and-a-quarter-inch ovals
of brass, with metal loop Ior attachment.
A cat that is rvorth having is .ivorth savinq
and should wear a name tag.

Some cat .owners fear a leather collar,
lest it hang the cat on a p.icket fence.
Elastic collars in such cases u,ould pull off,
are more com{ortable in hot or wet weather.
and if run through sliding buckles-t-,,!.o
small pieces of metal, each having trvo
slits-they can be adjusted to fit exactlv.

Berl: Cats are not always provided with
comfortable beds. They prefer somethins
over thcir heads. a shelf under a shelf, Ior
example, with a newspaper or cushion, but
will accept almost any bed in a dry, ele_
vated spot prolected from drafty floors.
They are pr,:prietary animals and thing,s
they can regard as their very own, such as
toys, napping places and cushions, make
them happy.

EYE AILMENTS
OF THE CAT

By L. H. Foirchild, M.D.

The normal cat's eye is a remarkable
structure. One can learn much about the
natural resistance of the feline eye to
in'jury by studying the eye of the cat.

I{ you will look at your ca,t closely, you
will note that as it closes the eyes there
is a thin but powerlully tough membrane
which makes an inner eye lid and which
moves across the eye, shielding it from
possible injury. This inner eye lid is called
"haw" or nictating. membrane, and its
chief function is to protect the eye against
injury and to remove small particles of
dust or hair that might get into the eye.

When the cat has any "off,, condition,
such as a cold or is infected with worms,
or has upset stomach and bowel or almost
any other sickness, one will olten find this
membrane partially covering the eye. Re-
'turn to normal health is often a,qsociated
with the disappearanre of the "haw', from
over the eye. The cat sometimes persists
in keeping this membrane over a portion
of the eye and in rare instances the onlv
way one can rid the condition is to re-
rnove the rnembrane by surgical means.

A common e1,e condition lr.hich many
cat owners will find in their kittens is
oalled "sticky eyes." It is seen in nursing
kittens quite often. Not all kittens will
respond io the same remedy, but we have
found a daily 'wash with boric acid solu-
tion applied to the lids with moistenecl
cotton pledgets, a good measure. The solu-
tion is made with warm water, saturated
solution, or, il other words, as much
,boric acid as will dissolve in a cup of warm
water. Follow this by appJying a dr.op of
cod liver oil from a medicine dropper in
each eye. Gently' spread the eye lids a
Iittle and drop the oil i-n the eye. This
"sticky eye" is usually not due to an1.
acute infection, and will often respond to
this sirnple treatment.

One of the most troublesome e1'e ail-
ments is an inflamrnation of the e1.e lids
and of the cornea due to secondarf in-
fection following colds and/or distemper.
One can best care for these b-v use of a
daily wa-sh with warm boric acid solution.
wiping away the discharge by means oI
m'oistened cotton pledgets. NE\iER USE
DRY COTTON TO WIPE THE EYE !

Follow this procedure with 1 or 2 /o yellow
oxide of mercurJ,' ointment applied to the
inner lids by means of a small tube and
applicator, that may be purchased at ani,

r
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drug store. This can be used once or twice
a day.

A 10% solution of ar.gy'rol has also
been found very helpful in these cases.
We have discovered that in some in-
stances penicillin eye ointment is the only
medication that will clear up such a con-
dition. It is sold in a small, easy-to-apply
tube. Perhaps your family physician will
give you the prescription for ihis medicine
although in some states it may be purchased
directly from the drug store without a
prescription. Keep the tube in the re-
frigerator between doses. Early treatment
is most essential. Delay may mean a
chronic "watery eye,, that the cat ma5.
carry for the rest of its life.

Cats that wander among weeds some-
times get foreign bodies in the eye, the
worst of which are barley beards or fox
tail. This thornlike plan,t rnay adhere so
closeiy that it rvill be very difficult to
remove. Unless one has a special pain,
relieving drug, it will be impossible to stop
the pain in the cat's e1-e to enable you to
r'emove the barb. If )-ou are unable to con-
tact a veterinarl' to obtain aici, relief
from the pain mal' be had by the use of
butyn and metaphen e1'e ointment. This
can be applied betrreen the e1'e lids and
over the e1'e ball. The pain relief is quick
and lasts ior an hour or longer. Applica-
tions of this ointment mal' be repeated
as needed. Butl'n and metaphen eye oint-
ment is crdinariil' sold onll' on prescrip-
tion, but here again. 1-our famill,' doclor
will probabll' be able to help 1'ou. It is
a verv fine preparation to have on hand in
an emergenc\'. It is also an cxcellent med-
icine for treatmeni oi scratches of the eye.

Whenever pcs:ible get the veterinarian,s
help u'hen a icrelgn bod1. L. not easily
removed. To dela.,' ma)' mean lcss of the
eye or permanent scarring. once the pain
is relieved b1' mean_. of the ointment one
mal more easilv remove the ioreign body,
hou'ever. sometimes it is necessary for the
cat to har-e a" general anesthetic.

In this article tve have endeavored to
give some etfectise home care . for the
ordinarl- and more commcn e1'e conditions.
When a competent veterinarian is clo.qe
at hand I'ou rr ill be it'i-.e to engage his
help.
