British Veterinary Association’'s
annual Congress at Swansea - part 4

THERE FOLLOWED a thought-provoking lecture
by Mr Michael Stockman, honorary secretary
of the BVA, on ‘Breeding Sound Stock’.

Mr Stockman graduated from the Royal
College of Veterinary Surgeons and has had
a distinguished career as a general practi-
tioner. He is also on the committee of the
Kennel Club and is a well-known dog breeder.
| had already met one of his Keeshonds—a
lovely dog with a great personality, who
guarded his master when he visited the
press-room! ' !

Mr Stockman opened his paper by saying
that the key word in the title was SOUND, the
definition of which in this context, he con-
sidered was ‘fitness to carry out the role for
which it is intended’, and he wished to con-
sider mainly the breeder who sets out to breed
only from pedigree stock. He said that the
opinion of the man in the 'street is that ‘a
mongrel dog or cat is healthier than a pedigree
animal’. The only way in which this could be
true is that the tough mongrel are those which
have survived from a litter in which the weaker
often succumbed to various
diseases. With pedigree dogs and cats the
breeder hopes to raise an entire litter.

The main object of both the Kennel Club
and the Governing Council of the Cat Fancy
is to promote improvements in breeding stock
and, with this aim, standards are drawn up
to list the ideals in conformation, colour and
temperament. Whilst the majority of these
standards are based on sensible deliberations
a few points are given for purely aesthetic
reasons and it is these points which cause
anxiety to many veterinary surgeons.

One problem is that some judges prefer to
wrongly interpret the standards, and in turn
their  opinions ® must obviously influence
breeders. (The over-elongated Siamese head
is one instance). Here Mr Stockman claimed
that both the press and the broadcasting
media take undue pleasure -in reporting an
animals defects rather than informing the
public of their good points. (I think he could
also have mentioned here the ‘grape-vine'
method of imparting gossip. This is common
in both the dog and the cat world!)

He urged that judges should conform
rigidly to the ideal ‘blue-print’, and stressed
that cat breeders should strive to breed
animals which will live for many years, which
can move and breathe easily. He said that it
is necessary for breeders to ‘cull' when
necessary. This does not mean kill, merely
that cats with undesirable characteristics
should be neutered and kept as pets. Studs
should be used, not because they are fashion-
able champions, but because they are known
to produce healthy stock. A cat with a fault
such as a bad kink, even if mated to a top
champion, will still pass on the kink, if not
to her progeny, to her grandchildren. A cat
which only produces small litters is likely to
pass this ‘small litter’ on to her progeny.
These remarks apply equally to a 'stud cat.

Three year review
of judges

Mr Stockman then discussed the systems by
which judges are appointed, and said that he
would like to see more consideration given
to the animal's condition. He also suggested
that all judges should be reviewed every
three years, when any whose ability had
deteriorated should be removed from office.
However, he realised that' this could cause
unpleasantness as malicious people can be
found in any animal Fancy.

Veterinary surgeons can do much to improve
the standard of breeding stock by maintaining
a happy relationship with their clients. How-
ever, if a client requests a purely ‘cosmetic’
operation, such as the removal of a kink from
a tail, such a request should be tactfully
refused. He advised all veterinary surgeons
to keep strict records of all treatments given,
with the treated animal's name recorded.

There was an animated discussion on Mr
Stockman's paper before the commencement
at the next lecture. This was ‘The Control of

Ectoparasites’ by Dr K Baker, PhD_ MRCVS.
The speakers in the afternoon session were
introduced by Mr A Edney, BA MRCVS,

veterinary adviser to Pedigree Petfoods and
well-known to most cat breeders. Dr Baker
had graduated from the University ‘of Dublin
and was at present lecturer in the Department
of Clinical Veterinary Practices at Ballsbridge,
Dublin. ;
Since | gave a full report on a lecture on
Ectoparasites in a recent edition of FUR &
FEATHER | will not give a detailed report
on Dr Baker's paper. It was, however, interest-
ing to hear him assert that all companion
animals will pick up external parasites at
some time in their ‘life. He recommended the
use of parasiticides such as Nu-Van-Top and

Tugovon for fleas and lice, and urged breeders
to explain to their clients the life-cycle of
these parasites.

Although Microsporum (common ringworm)
was a fungus and not an insect, he said that
he wished to discuss this problem as the
number of animals infected with ringworm had
risen considerably in recent years. Pet owners
should realise the necessity of complete
isolation of any animal so infected, and all
bedding should be burned as ringworm spores
are tough and long-lived. (It is possible for
one spore to remain infective for five years
after it has been shed from the host).

When considering parasiticides he felt that
he should warn breeders of dangerous side-
effects of those in current use. Any spray or
powder containing DDT should never be used
on cats, for which it is poisonous. Flea
collars have been widely used in recent years
but it has been known for them to cause
serious reactions. Some cats wearing these
collars have developed severe ataxia (stag-
gering gait) due to an effect on the central
nervous system.

Ringworm can only be effectively controlled
by internal medication, by the antibiotic
Griseofulvin, but this should not be admin-
istered to pregnant queens as it has been
found that the drug can affect the unborn
kittens.

Marketing of

preventive medicine

The last paper of the day was ‘The Market-
ing of Preventive Medicine for Small Animals’.
It was given by Mr John Sheridan, MRCVS,
who graduated from the Royal College in 1960
and who now works in a busy small animals
hospital in Brighton. He is a past president
of the BSAVA and is also a member of the
BVA Council.

When | took my place in the lecture-theatre
| was doubtful as to whether such a subject
would be of interest to cat breeders. How-
ever, Mr Sheridan is a gifted speaker, and he
made his subject both interesting and amusing.
He opened his paper by saying that for the
past twenty years it is true that the medical
profession and the pharmaceutical industries
have worked together towards the betterment
of human health, but that until recently the
health of animals has not been of paramount
importance to the pharmaceutical industries.
The majority of cats and dogs have remained
un-vaccinated due to lack of knowledge on
the part of the owners, many of whom have
never met their local veterinary surgeon.

Mr Sheridan said that the Royal College of
Veterinary Surgeons does not give any advice
on selling, but it does state that ‘advertising
is not appropriate to the veterinary profession’.
In this context it advises that any notice
bearing the name of a veterinarian or his
hospital should be no more than a few inches
in height. Mr Sheridan said that whilst a
veterinary surgeon must be proud of his
profession he must also be aware 'of its
commercial aspects. Writing in ‘Veterinary
Practice’ Dr Dooley says ‘I am no salesman'.
If he is not, he must be an unsuccessful
veterinarian, as he must sell his ability to
care for animals and that communicating the
need for professional advice is, in fact,
advertising! Every cat that is smothered with
fleas, every Persian with a matted coat, re-

should also remember that the profession
also has a ‘grape-vine' and a belligerent or
dishonest client does not remain anonymous
for long.

Mr Sheridan said that the good veterinary
surgeon never forgets the inherent dignity of
an animal. (Readers may remember the recent
sad episode of the zoo giraffe who, having
fallen to its knees, was unable to raise itself,
and yet which remained dignified through the
long days of suffering that led finally to its
death). He said that most veterinary surgeons
will talk to an animal before attempting any
treatment. An animal is quick to sense
insincerity. Some clients seem unable to
detect the early signs of illness in their pet,
and here a veterinary surgeon can educate
them by pointing out various symptoms, such
as foul breath, dirty ears, glazed eyes, -or
nervous reactions.

Student of
psychology

A veterinary surgeon needg to be a student
of psychology, for he not only has to be able
to diagnose an animal's illness, but also
to convince the owner of its need for treat-
ment. With today's rate of inflation, the cost
of veterinary service IS expensive, but it is
up to the veterinarian to prove that the
expenditure is worthwhile and necessary.
Mr Sheridan said that in a recent survey it
had been estimated that the average expen-
diture of the general population on veterinary
advice was no more than 10p per week! The
overhead costs in a modern veterinary practice
are very high, a fact which new clients fully
realise. It is up to the veterinary surgeon
to make his surgery and his services as
attractive and as efficient as possible.

Summing up, he said ‘Veterinary surgeons
who cannot sell their professional skills
to the owners of their patients are failing
to uphold one of the promises they made on
admission to the Royal College.' | must admit
that this was, for me, a radical way of thinking.
In return, | would suggest that we, as cat
breeders, should convince our veterinary sur-
geons that we care enough for our cats to
DESERVE the best professional skills.

My last ‘evening at Swansea was spent at
a reception held by the Lady Mayor at the
City’s Guildhall. A wonderful spread of snacks,
savouries and trifles had been set out for us,
but we were somewhat taken aback to find
that the tall glass jugs held- only orange
and lemon squash, pure and unadulterated!
If this sobering drink did not exactly stimulate
a party atmosphere it did, at least, ensure
that we did not overstay our welcome, and
|, for one, was glad of an early night before
my long homeward journey. !

Companionship and
affection

A pet animal fulfils many of the needs of a
human being, providing companionship . and
affection. However, an owner is unaware of
the need for the services of a veterinary
surgeon until -there is an urgent want. But,
by and large, pet owners cannot judge the
veterinary surgeon’s expertise at first. Many
may make tentative telephone calls to a
surgery listed in a directory and this is the
first instance of practical salesmanship. A
veterinary surgeon's manner is all important,
and a client will react accordingly. It has
been shown that more than 60% of clients
choose their veterinary surgeon after personal
recommendation. Bad news travels fast, and
news of a careless veterinary surgeon will
become public in a very short time. Clients

Even ‘pure breeds’ have to fight for recog-
nition at first, eg the Balinese at present.
Where | would urge Mrs Manolson (writing in
the same issue) to do just that—proceed—
and let the public-judge. They are beautiful
cats indeed.

A dash of ‘hybrid vigour’ would in fact
probably improve the ' viability of many so-
called ‘pure lines’. The humble moggy
displays considerable resistance to many of
the ills that affect show stock! Surely judge-
ment on what constitutes ‘deterioration in
type' depends on the type being sought.
Preserve us from the exaggerations seen in
pedigree dog breeding!

Incidentally where did Mr. and Mrs Rose see
their ‘large quantities of experimentals at ‘any
show'? | often seek in vain.

_As for monetary profit or loss | would agree
with them wholeheartedly but, surely failure
to seek this should not be a cause for
condemnation. Do | detect a whiff of anxiety
about maintaining high prices among the ‘pure
breeders and stud owners? A feeling furthered
by Edward Young's letter also in the same
issue, re sales at shows.

In my experience a high price paid for a
}(itten in no way ensures its happy homing; it
is more likely to promote its purchase as a
status symbol or a potential money-spinner. |
prefer to trust my own assessment of poten-
tial owners. Certainly | give away many of my
kittens, often to ensure that two siblings go
off together for moral support, and | have |
suspect as many subsequent snapshots and
appreciate letters and ‘repeat orders’ from
friends of the owners as any purveyors of
highly priced show stock.

| admit that older animals are a problem
to one too much in love with life to dispose
of them by early death since after very
limited use as breeding stock they, being
possibly difficult to settle in new homes, tend
to accumulate, And apart from the ills of
‘over-catting’ the cost of their neutering and
maintainance. can be considerable, especially
as one can then hardly avoid being known
locally as ‘the cat lady' and a haven for
any other miscellaneous unwanted felines in
need of a roof and food.

These troubles at least | imagine do not
beset the show breeder. And since a pedigree
is in effect a pedigree and there for all to see
how exactly an animal is bred, why do they
find co-existence so difficult?
