The Stot'y f Neaey frorget
By .JOI{N HET'HERINGTON

The author is a newspaperman who served during the last war as a Special
Correspondent for the " Melbourne flerald." flis rcemarkable story first
appeared in this oountry in " The Inky Way Annual " for Christrnas,

f SUSPECT tlrat mo\t news-

I pa per men have one storyr which qualifies as the most
unforgettable in their experience.
I have. f covered it more than
twenty years ago.

I also suspect that for most of
us, the storlz 6121 stays with us is
not our biggest or rnost important.
Mine isn't. It is the storv of an
old man whom I never saw, and
a black and white cat I saw only
once. Their actions made no
impact on the history of our times.

It happened like this. E. (i. Bonney,
Melbourne Huald's chief of staff (Austral-
ian equivalent of the Fleet Street News
Editor) said to me one rnorning in
December, 1930: "I heard a queer
yarn last night about an cld man and a
cat. I could not make head or tail of
it, but ii seeried to hold the germ ol a

story. Here's the address I "
I wcnt to the addrcss Xie gave me and

found a villa in Clyde Street, St. Ki1da,
a sea-side suburb ahout fivc miles from
the city. A pleasant-iaced rvoman in
early middle-age opened the door. She
tolcl me her name was Mrs. King. lfer
eyes wrinkled in puzzlement when I cau-
tiously asked il she knerv anything about
an old man and a cat. T'hen a light
broke through.

" Olcourse," shc said " that would be
Dad and Felix . . . Don't te1l me any
newspaper is interestcd in that ! "

I assured her that rhe " Herald " was
interested. She laughed. AII right then,
she'd tell me, if I didn't mind wasting my
time, and this was her story.

Two years or so earlier, a friend had
given her a black and white kitten about

five or six weeks old. IIe was a crrte
Iittle 1-e11ow, but nobody in the King
household took much notice of him ex-
cept Mrs. King's father, Thomas Lynan,
a north of Ireland man nearing ninety
ycars of age. " Dad .iust loved that
kitten frorn the first," Mrs. King told
me, and the kitten was mad on him.
" You never saw them apart. It was
Dad who named him Feli.."

The old man fed Felix, never failing to
save a choice bit of his dinner. Felix
trotted beside him when he went to the
corner tobacconist's or the ncarby news-
paper shop. The old man taught the
cat to box, and Felix'learned to balance
on his hind legs and weave like a pugilist
with his lbrepaws.

Then onJune 28th, 1930, Mr. Lynan
dicd. He had just turned ninety. Felix
watched thc luneral procession move off,
never dreaming they were taking his
friend away, then slunk into the house
and mourned in solitude.

He was inconsolable. He atc, but
only enough to keep alive. By day he
crept about the house sceking the o1d

man who had been his constant com-
panion lor eighteen months ; by night
he 1ay on the front door-mat watching
lor the return of his lost friend.

.\earl1 five monrlts rvenl by and Felir's
melancholy shcxved no sign ol liiting.
The Kings were worried. They leared
the cat would fret to dcath. One sunny
alternoon they went driving and took
Felix u,ith them in the hope ol waking
him from his despondency. They were
driving along St. Kilda' Road, a broad
and busy thoroughfare, the chief high-
way linking St. Kilda with the City.



The car halted to let cross tramc pass at

one of tlie intersections and Felix, lvho

had been lying inert, got to his feet, coat

bristling. He stood trembling lor a second

and thcn sprang to the open windolv ol
the car and dived to the roadway. The
Kings watched him scuttle through the

traffic and disappear at 1u11 speed, his

tail waving like a black banner.
The Kings went home and watched lor

Felix day after day. FIe did not appear.

After a week thev gave him up for lost.

Found Again
It was about ten days after he dived

lrom the car and three weeks or so before

my call on Mrs. King, that the Kings and

their five-year old daughter, Valerie,

went to see Mr. Lynan's grave in Mel-
bourne General Cemetery, which lies on

the other side of Melbourne, nine or ten

miles from their home.

" I couldn't believe mY eYes " Mrs.
King told me. " There was Felix,. walk-
ing up and down on the grave-stone, like
a sentry. He nearly went mad when

he saw us. He jumPed at Valerie and

started to box her the way he had played

boxing with Dad. How he got there I
do not know. He had never been within
miles of the Cemetery in his life."

The Kings knew beyond doubt that
the cat was Felix. He carried two un-

mistakeable identity badges-a scar near

one eye lvherc an:rir-gun pellet had

lvounded him in kittt:nlrrxrcl, and a kink
in his tail which had btr:n broken in
early youth.

The Kings tended Mr. l,ynan's grave

and laid flowers on it and then picked up
Felix and carried him to the car. Twice
they got him as far as the CemeterY

gates, and twice risking his neck he

jumped from the moving car and raced

back to his old friend's grave.

" In the end," Mrs. King told me, "we
decided it would be kinder to let him
stay behind." 'Ihey arranged with the

grave diggers to feed him and anywav

they knew that an activc cat likc him
could live by catching rabbits and birds
that made their homt: in the Ctlnctt:ry-

I drovc over to the CemetcrY aftcr
hearing Mrs. King's story. There on
guard over the grave stood Felix. At
all events, the cat I saw was black and

white with a scar over one eYe and a
kinky tail.

I have covered bigger stories, but I
still remember the tale of Felix more

vividlv than any of the others, including
the events, say, of the retreat in Greece,

the battle of El Alamain or the Nor-
mandy landing. Perhaps I am a sucker

for cats, or perhaps the story haunts me

because there are in it i'eatures beyond
the lrontiers ol' human understanding.

f have a Chinchilla rnale which is

in perfect coat apart from the hair
on the tail. This is an unPleasant
yellow in colour. Powder and brush-
ing seern to have trittle e{fect' Can

you tell rne what causes this trouble
and how it can be cured ?

Light-coated cats such as Chinchillas
olien develop this disfiguring yellow

tinge in the tail fur. It is largely due to

grcasc end is much more common in
males than females. Obviously this

trorrble would not bc so apparent in

cats which were darker in colour, and

powdering and brushing wduld certainly
hclp to remove the grease. In the case

ol Whites and Chinchiilas it is the {act

that the hairs are actually stained which
makes powdering and brushing an inad-
equate rernedy in itself.

The only real cure is careful washing

with gooc{ grccn soft soap and warm
water. 1l this is done with several

changcs of water, the Yellow tinge

will disappcar. A{'ter washing, the tail
must be thoroughly dried and then care-

tully brushed. If afterwards the tail is

powdered about once a week it should

not be necessary to wash again for at least

a month.

It is due to thc iact that nothing is done

when this greasy condition is first noticcd
that thc colour of the tail becomes un-
pleasani to the eye.

I have a Blue-Persian kitten now
six months old. Several well-known
breeders have told me that this
kitten is so good that I ought to
show it. I have a feeling, however,
that showing cats rnay be cruel.
What do you think ?

T am afraid that there can be no

absolute " Yes " or " No " to Your
question lbr the simple reason that
rvhcther showing is cruel or not depends

t.

I will say this, that I believe that tho

showing ofyoung kittens is both cruel and

<langerous. It is for this reason that the

Coverning Council ofthc Cat Fancy have

made a rule that no kittens may bc shown

until they are over eight weeks. Pcrhaps

one day this age limit will be pushed

even higher and that will bc by no means

a bad thing.
