At
eleven months of age he tumbled
to it that he was no longer a
growing boy, curbed his appetite
and improved his figure.

Most Colourpoint kittens are
destined to be pets, although the
demand from all over the world
for go()d breeding stock is in-

creasing.  The popularity of

these beautiful creatures resides
not only in their looks but in
their delightful temperaments.
They are just as affectionate and

master’s chair; and there is
always the endless nose rubbing
when they jump on a bed to say
good morning. A number of
Colourpoints will live together
amicably, but each demands an
individual cuddle and oppor-
tunities to indulge in particular
fads.

For breeding, much use is still
being made of the best type of
self coloured cats, either as com-
plete outcrosses or as carriers.
Most, but not all, of our finest
Colourpoints have been bred in



this way. Neither parent of Mr.
Stirling-Webb’s beautiful Cham-
pion Briarry Euan was a Colour-
point. In recent years blue and
black self coloured carriers have
produced  Colourpoint  kittens
with progressively shorter noses
and better ears, but the blue eye
colour, as might be expected, is
improved by Colourpoint to
Colourpoint matings.

Individual  fertility  varies
greatly. Some males are very
slow maturing, others sire vigor-
ously at 13 months of age.

Some females are very difficult to
get into kitten, others will have
two or even three litters a year
when their lives are particularly
happy. Litter size is variable also

and seldom large.

being made in the improvement of
type generally, in eye colour in
particular, and in greater variety
in the colours of the points.
Throughout the breeding pro-
grammes now under way, the
inbreeding practiced in some
parts of the world in parallel
breeding work has been avoided,
because sufficient outcrosses have
been made to self coloured cats
of widely different ancestry. In
another ten years we expect that
all well bred Colourpoints will
be up to the standard of our few
very best of to-day. Such pro-
gress during the past ten years
from Mr Stirling-Webb’s basic
breeding of the previous eight
years is a notable achievement.

This picture of CH. MINGCHIU POLO, a Colourpoint male at fifteen months with an excellent
show record, shows fine type, particularly for the ears. It is interesting to note that the prefix
Mingchiu is Arabic for “Good health, great riches and warm feelings among friends” —quite a
bit for a single word! It is also worthy of note—before we leave the interesting Colourpoints in
this issue —that Mrs. Brearley, the American breeder who purchased Ch. Mingchiu Mandarin

(see front cover) is also the proud owner of a pair of young Mingchiu females.

In U.S.A. there were many Ch. shows,
as apart from life being almost normal
there was no food rationing to contend
with such as we had here.

No licences were granted by our
G.G.C.F. in England to hold anything
except a very few small sanction shows
from 1939 to November 1945.

The last pre-war Ch. Show in London
was the Southern Counties Cat Club
fixture in January 1939. Although
another one took place, at Sandy,
Bedfordshire, in August it had a very
small entry as everyone was too con-
cerned with the ominous world situation
to have any enthusiasm for exhibiting.

After the war

The first all-breed post-war Cham-
pionship show was sponsored by the
newly formed Notts and Derby Cat Club
at Nottingham in November 1945. The
late Mr. A. C. Jude was show manager
and it had an excellent entry of 189
exhibits and exhibitors had a subdued
air of relief after the grim realities of the
war years.

Writing in Cats and Kitlens Year Book in
an article entitled “Post-War Parade”,
I had this to record of this show:—
“The eager interest everyone displayed
was a happy augury for the future and all
present at the first post-war Ch. show

It is interesting to record that an entry
of 37 Blue adults were judged by Miss E.

Miss Kathleen Yorke and the late Miss
Adams judged all other Longhair
varieties.

Twenty Siamese adults were judged
by Miss Gold and 17 Siamese kittens by
the late Miss Wentworth Fitzwilliam.

Blue Persians and Siamese comprised
about two-thirds of all cats and kittens
registered between 1939 and 1945.

Mrs. Brice-Webb, so well known now
as an all breed Longhair and British
Shorthair judge, organized a sanction
show at Beeston, Nottingham, in 1943;
also the first post-war Blue Persian Cat
Society Ch. Show in Nottingham in

January 1946. This was for all varieties

of Longhairs and it was a great success.

Second
to him was Sco-Ruston Galadima by
Prestwick Prithee Pal. Galadima at five
years of age and plenty of stud work has
not jowled in the slightest”.

Mrs. Kent recalled that she had seen
only one other Siamese male with this
asset, namely Ch. Angus Silky and she
praises Galadima for his perfect head and
brilliant eye-colour.
